In Judaism, there is a sanctuary lamp known by its Hebrew
name, Ner Tamid, meaning iEternal FlameT or iEternal Light.T
Usually hanging in front of the ark housing the Torah, it symbol-
izes Godis eternal presence, and is never extinguished. A pilot
light is a small gas flame, which is kept alight in order to serve as
an ignition source for a more powerful gas burner. While the Ner
Tamid symbolizes our connection to a Greater Light, the pilot
light always stands ready to expand itself into a greater light.

From the New Testament we can find, il tell you the truth, if
you have faith as small as a mustard seed, you can say to this
mountain, éMove from here to there,i and it will move.T Con-
versely, a mustard seed of hate has a power of its own. We may
even hate violence and love money. Our values may become
critical judgments in a flash. It will always be our responsibility
to choose how and what we keep alive within us. So how do we
keep our internal Ner Tamid or pilot light of Faith always burn-
ing?
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How we handle stressful situations is ever so connected with
whatis alive within our hearts. As physical beings, our Higher
Selves remain hard-wired to our adrenal glands. Because of this,
we tend to respond to some fear-based external stimuli, with the
so-called ifight or flightT instinct. Adrenaline is released, speed-
ing up our heartbeats, increasing circulation and recirculating
stored glucose, providing a sudden burst of energy and strength.
Simply put, this allows fighting, with stronger muscles and
quicker reflexes, or taking flight, with enough energy to run
away. We have adapted this instinct to modern situations, like
public speaking and arguing amongst ourselves. Yet it is the de-
creasing need to take advantage of this opportunity for in-
creased physical power that is simultaneously increasing anxiety
and our awareness of the Light. There is no royal path to our
recognition of our Oneness with the Light. Finding joy in volun-
teering by offering our service to others is one of our best naviga-
tional tools.

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ONE HEART

The work of the heart is that of a four-chamber, four-valve
pump handling 5000 gallons of blood a day®almost enough to
fill a railroad car. The heart supplies a circulatory system whose
vessels total 12,000 miles. Our hearts force about 2 ounces of
blood with each pulsation. At seventy beats per minute this
amounts to 656 pounds per hour or nearly 8 tons per day. Multi-
ply these amounts by 365 days per year and then again by 70
years and the result is a partial indication of the enormous work
done in an average life time by the heart, over two hundred
thousand tons of blood.

In 70 years of life it beats two and a half billion times. The
first natural reaction to such a dramatic summary of work is
probably, iWell, no wonder lim always tired!T

But a somewhat more serious, though less frequently if ever
observed reaction to this work, is the simple fact that according
to all analogies of natural laws the heart must be operated by a
vast source of power and energy that is operating several hun-
dred million other hearts, doing the same work simultaneously.
One heart cannot be sufficient unto itself.

While a radio is a scientific instrument for converting one
kind of impulse or energy into another identified as sound, of it-
self it cannot work. It needs both an electrical energy, a form of
fire, and a sound wave received by way of the ground, and the
air or water to properly operate. By itself, it is silent. Likewise
does the heart need an identification with life forces far beyond a
mechanical biology.

The vast multiple beating of millions of hearts must be sus-
tained in a flow of rhythm and energy comparable to the tides of
the oceans and the waves breaking on their shores. The vibra-
tions of the millions of hearts beating in humanity carries a dom-
inating motion of mass forward into time. To this vast rhythm
must be added the magically beating heart of the animal king-
dom and the infinite and powerful pulsations of fluids and juices
and secretions which represent the vegetable kingdom, whether
it be the tender vine or plant yet strong enough to break its way
through concrete to the light of the sun, or the flow of saps from
roots to tree tops under enormous pressures and volumes. All of
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these form a natural heart, all so closely related as to bear no
physical difference yet manifesting in form and figure still un-
counted and uncatalogued by scientists. For instance, even in hu-
manityis own kingdom, with all our races and colors and no two
people exactly identical, our blood resolves itself into about four
universal types.

It must have been a great evolutionary step forward when
humanityis differentiated hearts began to beat. Retaining
enough of a response to an inner world of causes, the life force
on more subtle planes, they began their work also on the physi-
cal plane of dense and rugged conditions. Surely humanity is be-
ing given some great help to have such a governing organ which
works, in the main, unwatched and uncared for and without im-
mediate awareness and little or no conscious control of its action.

A more logical explanation of the mystery of the heart would
be to assume that there is a Universal heart sustaining all of life
and that each personis heart is energized by that Universal
Heart. When conditions of a certain order are fulfilled and we
live on the physical plane, our heart starts to beat. When for
some reason it breaks down, our mechanical heart stops but our
life continues on its progressive evolutions elsewhere than the
physical plane. The rhythmic pulsation of life has not stopped.
We have not ceased to exist but simply moved to another theater
of operation.

All of our physical life is responsible to the sun. Many great
scientists have established that the heart of the sun beats once
every 11 years, and it is a well known principle of astronomy
that shows how our sun answers in turn to far greater suns. Nu-
clear research has now demonstrated that even the atom is con-
structed as a solar system in miniature with its central cell or sun
pulsating a powerful energy at a given rate or vibration which is
its very identification, bearing out the ancient occult rule, 1As
above, so below.T And once every 2000 years since this cycle be-
gan, humanity has responded to the impulse of an Avatar, a
Christ whose influence has respiritualized all of human activities.
Krishna, Buddha, Jesus, all were heart beats in the heart beat of
God, each one endowing the hearts of all people with the power
of Love, Truth and Beauty.

Two thousand years ago Jesus said, iWhere your treasure is,
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there will your heart be also.T And as a light of the world for all
men, He has said: iBlessed are the pure in heart, for they shall
see God.T

Humanity has been told these Laws far earlier than two
thousand years ago, but we have had great difficulty in deciding
what our treasure really is and not much concern at identifying
our heart with it. We have been told the immutable laws: 1Seek
ye the kingdom of God and all the things shall be added unto
you.T Even though we have sought practically everything else
first, we have generally failed to realize that God is present in ev-
erything we have been seeking. Purity of heart was given to ev-
ery person as we started our journey through evolution, and pu-
rity of heart is the treasure we have lost and must regain.

Having hardened our hearts with separation and selfishness,
we have produced an appalling and awesome resultdthe force
of Mammon. We have failed to see how our own hardness has
reflected back on its source®and this, because we do not identi-
fy our own heart beat with a greater Heart than ours. More peo-
ple even today pass on from heart failure than any other cause.
The heart failure of a spiritual nature is a tragedy beyond the
measure of humanity.

The present cycle of time is a critical climax to this age of
flaunted birthright. The Masters tell us that one short century of
time remains for humanity to realize and destroy the force of
mammon in our lives, or it will bring on the decay and annihila-
tion of this civilization.

That the earth is the literal parent of humanity is not admit-
ted by the self-sufficient. Humanity has complacently accepted
as its treasure the wealth of the earth, its gems and minerals, its
oil and wood, its vegetation and animal life, and things subordi-
nated to our desires for pleasure and power, without realizing
that we do not really own them and are, in reality, responsible
for them.

They were given us in a love and trust and fondness by a
greater Heart just as any parent would give to his or her own
children, and our reaction to them has produced an effect similar
to what he or she might experience as a violated trust.

For two thousand years after Jesusi time the words of the
Great Masters sound through to the noise and confusion and
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bombastic terror of today:

1Seek out a place in manis consciousness to tell him about
the Heart of a World.

iTread softly, my child; breathe lightly, mine own. The sa-
cred place of a breaking heart hath power to bow down the
heads of Angels, to hush the wild shrieks of the Demons, and
hold eien the Hammer of Thor suspended in space when the last
fretted strand is parting.

iBe still, little ones; you are standing today on most holy
ground, for the Mother-heart of a world is breaking and, with it,
thy Fatheris heart. The Devas are raising the altar, and gathering
the incense, grain by grain, as it is wrung from the sweat of de-
spairing Souls: and the stars are clearing a path through the
heavens that the Holy Fire may descend and kindle the Living
Sacrifice of broken and contrite hearts. In the smoke of its burn-
ing, the éseeingi eye may descry a vision of Law fulfilled and of
Love, redeemed from bondage to senses, enthroned forever-
more.

1Go softly, be silent, my child. Behold, and listen!T

It is with a sense of utmost reality that these words are ad-
dressed to us right here and right now.

On the vast and unexplained power of the heart to beat rests
more than sustaining physical life. The analogy of the radio
might further illustrate this work. The radio, like the heart, must
be at a certain level of condition, or it will not work at all. Com-
plicated as it is, it still must be powered by outside sources, elec-
tricity and a transmitted impulse. It generates no sensible sound
of itself but simply redefines an impulse from one electrical plane
to another so that the ear and the brain recognize the transmit-
ted and received image. (Some day perhaps radios will be made
sensitive enough to even tune out commercials and politicians!)
On a single measured wave of energy from a broadcasting sta-
tion is superimposed and transmitted the entire gamut of sound.

So, on the wave of heart energy, there flows in humanity a
symphony of force and harmony or discord and fear; intelligence
and gratitude or constriction and separation. Powers of Love,
Will and Wisdom are ours to use inexhaustibly, or to abuse and
restrict and blacken.

Humanity has not seemed to realize the immense concern of
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a far greater Wisdom than its own, watching over our every
move and gesture. Sophistry has usurped the sensitivity of the
child heart. Sometimes the child heart has realized the Superior
Power and obeyed It only by virtue of Its dominance.

Itis like the mother and young son who were having it out
on the value of eating spinach. At first the child made reluctant
concessions to his motheris persuasion to eat the spinach but
when it was about half gone he drew the line and refused anoth-
er bite. His mother in turn refused to have the curse of disobedi-
ence added to that of malnutrition and after a long and unsuc-
cessful battle ordered the child to bed without any more supper.
Now, consistent with traditional story telling, there was a heavy
rain storm going on outside while this family storm took place
within. The rain storm developed into a terrific thunder and
lightning affair and the motheris heart, concerned with remorse
for her poor child, hungry and alone in the dark, finally made
her go upstairs and into the childis room to comfort him. She
opened the door and found the child not crying with fear, but
standing over at the window fascinated by the storm, his face
pressed against the glass. As she came closer to him she heard
him say to himself: iWhat an awful fuss to make about a little
dab of spinach!T

Well, it is undoubtedly true that our present humanity is the
focal point of the evolutionary effort of our Spiritual Father/Mo-
ther. Two of the most basic and vital principles in the existence
of all of us are the need for our hearts to beat and our belief in
God, both principles being essential, whether recognized or not.
Like all basic truths, they are forgotten when needed. Today
their need is most formidable. The existence of God and the exis-
tence of humanity are bonded in a unity that is as lasting as God,
since we are the children of God. If all people, even the least, are
needed to complete the manifestation of God, and all are poten-
tially one with Him, it follows that all people are therefore broth-
ers and sisters in this vast unity.

The fact that our failure to act with brother/sisterliness or
reverence has brought one civilization after another to ruin does
not in the least disprove the fact of the Father/Motherhood of
God and the Brother/Sisterhood of humanity. On the contrary, it
proves the truth and immutability of the Great Law.
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For the parent Heart of God, calling Its sons and daughters
back to It, can only accept them in their striving toward divine
perfection and will suffer no less than that. There is no defiance;
there is only the illusion of self-will. We cannot jump off the
earth in insubordination. But Those who have our evolution in
their charge sense the pulling of heart strings far more than
those who pull. The parent suffers more than the child as the
child learns and grows.

It is this pervasion of love which seems immeasurable within
our own hearts, because our consciousness cannot yet know all
of God. It is this pervasion of love that is impelling all of manifes-
tation toward its ultimate unity with God and Brother/Sister-
hood. It is a goal set not so much in the future as in our ideals,
but it is approached with the certain if unobservable beat-by-
beat of each heart.

As each of us faces our daily problems, we are called upon to
use certain kinds of forces and powers. While these may be de-
scribed in many lists, the whole list, properly defined, includes all
that we may know.

One such Temple list is Love, Will, Wisdom, Knowledge,
Faith, Hope, Truth, Justice, Loyalty, Honesty, Service, and Obe-
dience. These are Cosmic forces of character which flow through
the hearts of all humanity and all things, as their consciousness
decrees. The heart of humanity, as it now beats, has transformed
many of these qualities into their negative aspects. Loyalty has
become treachery, love turned to hate, knowledge to ignorance.
For at least two good reasons the cause is not lost. One is that
even the most negative of these forces requires a positive aspect
for its manifestation. For instance, a treacherous plan must be
followed with knowledge, or love turned to hate still includes an
act of will. The other is that these negative forces which seem to
dominate so much of the world today exist only in the lower
mind of humanity. This is the terrible hurt and ache that we
have inflicted on God. Everything in the Universe is the progres-
sive evolutionary measure of numbers&®and only we have de-
fied and abused this force of harmony as it has flowed from
Godis heart to each of ours.

Yet heart beat by heart beat, each day of our lives must we
transmute the doubt and insincerity and ignorance and sloth and
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indulgence as we ourselves have generated it. Then we must re-
generate it into faith and loyalty and knowledge and service as
we deal with our fellow brothers and sisters, as our life force
flows back to God. The great law of sacrifice becomes a law of
growth. The little things that are done that make the heart heavy
or light, or beat faster and race the blood or run it coldSthese lit-
tle daily things that are so big, the thoughts, deeds or words,
omissions, commissionsOthese are carried by the blood stream
to the inner strength and character of each of us and to God.
Great acts of heroism or unknown and unsung rays of sacrifice
seen only by God and sung only by Angel-choirs&these happen
every moment of day and night, with every beat of the heart.

Each act contributes energy to its like power, some for good
and, in the scope of humanity, some for evil. Falsehood adds to
the murky darkness that hangs over the sight of all of us. Truth
adds to the universality of Light which must one day dispel the
dark. The self-sacrifice of a heroic leader has served to energize
the weaker will of many a follower to take a stand of assurance.
The hearts of the lesser are quickened by the beat of a staunch
heart long after that one may have left the physical plane.

This then provides both a solution to the woes of the world
and the responsibility thereof. Each beat of the heart may be
turned into the reservoir of doubt, self pity, acclaim, and selfish
aggrandizement, or turned into good cheer and humor, faith in
God, and gratitude for All That Is.

The treasure of the heart is made of love and will and wis-
dom. The wealth of nature is the just desert of a worthy people.
No treasure is valued because of its possession, for no one truly
owns anything. But in the right of the custodian is the place of its
power. The trinity of Love, Will, and Wisdom traces through
spiritual values, even to the most material. Precious metals and
stones would not exist without the power of attraction of Love, a
vast stability of form or Will, and a highly specialized mathemati-
cal pattern of energy called molecular structure, or Wisdom.
